MEETING MINUTES: The 295TH      meeting began a little after 7:30 PM. First time attendees Mike DuPuis, Erin Green, Don Harbaugh, Don Monicle, Jeremy Booie, and Bob Cartwright were welcomed to the meeting.
ON A SAD NOTE: Before I proceed with this newsletter, I must pass along some sad news. Bill Tobin, the husband of Club member, Lois Tobin passed away the first week of August. I know we all have Lois and her family in our prayers and wish her the very best in this time of sorrow. Bill and Lois enjoyed traveling in their motor home to Texas and of course Lois enjoyed participating in Club activities and attending meetings.  We know Lois will miss her loving husband greatly and we all send her our deepest sympathy. 
TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer, Gloria Umrath, presented the treasurer’s report and it was approved as read. Many items were discussed and the details follow:
CIVIL WAR: The theme for the meeting in July was the Civil War. Member, Tom Vanlueven, who was scheduled to give a presentation on the Civil War battles that took place in Missouri, asked for a one month delay in giving his presentation, so he will now do it at the August meeting. If you want to learn about the Civil War battles that took place in Missouri, be sure to plan on attending. Jerry Rowe, who had attended a previous club meeting, surprised the members with another visit. Jerry has a very prolific collection of all sorts of metal detecting finds he has made during his thirty years of metal detecting. Among these finds is a very impressive collection of Civil War items including button, bullets, pins, buckles, and most everything else related to the Civil War. Jerry had several display cases filled with these items that he brought to the meeting. He is very meticulous in labeling his finds with pertinent information as to the history of the find, its description, and other minute details which add to the viewing of the items. He gave a wonderful presentation about the finds to the members. He did a great job in telling everyone about his adventures in metal detecting and describing his finds. Jerry will be at the upcoming coin show in St. Charles over the weekend of August 15-17 if you wish to visit with him and see and hear about his collection of coins and other items found while metal detecting.
FALL HUNT-2008:  At the July meeting, member Mike Moutray announced he will serve as huntmaster for this year’s Fall Hunt. I will work closely with Mike and with Mike’s previous experience in producing Fall Hunts, I am sure the hunt this year will be great. Mike and I have held a planning meeting and now have a good plan in place, a workable budget established, and we are in the process of buying the targets for the Fall Hunt. There is a hunt flyer included with this newsletter, so be sure to look it over to see what we have planned. We plan on burying coins on the Saturday before the hunt starting about 9:00AM, and we can use volunteers for that and for setting up the park for the next day’s hunt. There will be three hunts again this year which include: a Numbered Target Hunt, a Surprise Hunt, and the Main Hunt. All hunts will include a gold coin (two in the Main Hunt) and lots of good targets. The Club will again provide the hamburgers, hot dogs, and sodas for the pot luck picnic lunch. Members are asked to bring a food item to share and the creator of the one voted to be the best will be awarded a prize. During registration which starts at 9:00 AM on hunt day all attendees will pay a $5.00 park use fee and a $7.00 Main Hunt fee to help pay to put more targets into the Main Hunt. (Note: at the August meeting, we will discuss the amount of the Main Hunt fee with members). There will be mini-raffles taking place throughout the day, with prizes including silver eagles and silver coins. These raffles are a lot of fun and the tickets sell fast, so buy your tickets early and often. The first hunt, a thirty minute timed hunt, begins at 10:00 AM. This hunt, the Numbered Target Hunt will cost $5.00 to enter, with all money taken in, paid back as cash prizes. There will be almost forty cash prizes awarded, plus a gold coin, so everyone has a good chance of collecting a prize. We encourage everyone to plan on participating as you only need to find one numbered target to win some cash. The Surprise Hunt starts at 11:00 AM and includes a gold coin, coin caches, silver and other coins, lots of jewelry, 0f course, a few tokens and foreign coins, and other surprises, Hunt in low discrimination and dig carefully so as not to damage your finds. The pot luck picnic is right after the Surprise Hunt and we will have a chance to vote on the best food item. Members are encouraged to bring some really good food and have a chance to take home a nice prize. Following lunch, the Main Hunt begins which includes two gold coins and all silver coins in the hunt ranging from dimes to silver dollars. Numbered silver dime tokens included in the hunt may be redeemed following the hunt for the nice prizes donated by members and some the Club bought. After the Main Hunt, the drawing of the winner of the 50/50 raffle and the Main Raffle will take place. This year’s Main Raffle will include a gold coin, three1000 and one 500 grain silver bar, silver eagles, and other silver coins plus a couple of other surprises. Clean-up of the park will follow the raffles and everyone may head home after having enjoyed another great Fall Hunt to look over their great finds of the day.
HOBBY/COLLECTION NIGHT: The theme for the August meeting is Hobbies and Collections. Members are asked to bring examples of the hobbies and collections they enjoy and to tell the members about them. Most of us have other interesting hobbies and collections besides metal detecting, and other members are interested in hearing about, and seeing them. If you want a chance to show off your other interests, be sure to plan on participating in this fun event. Also, Tom VanLueven, will give his Civil War presentation. Detector Demo night covers using water detectors, so if you have an under water detector that you would like to tell members about, bring it to the meeting and we would love to hear all about it.
