MEETING MINUTES: The 316TH meeting began about 7:30 PM.

At the July meeting, discussion about the 2010 Fall Hunt took place with the usual request being made by yours truly for a volunteer to serve as Huntmaster for the event. Sharon Parsons has stepped forward and volunteered to serve as Huntmaster and we want to thank her for doing so. She and I have since gotten together at my house to go over the Fall Hunt planning budget and to review everything that needs to be done to make this year’s hunt a success.  We are waiting for a shipment from Garrett of items which include four pro-pointer pinpointers, a Garrett GTP-1350 detector, and one of their hunt packages. I have put together most all of the targets for the event and need just a few more prizes to put on the table for the Main Hunt. There are some great items in the Main Raffle this year which includes a Garrett Pinpointer, a Bounty Hunter detector donated by member, Leonard Maierhoffer, some nice Morgan silver dollars , a twenty dollar gold coin (copy), some nice proof and collectible coins, two electronic keyboards, and, of course, the ever wonderful collectible Cyprus wood wall clock. Tickets will be available at the next two club meetings for the Main 
Raffle and the Detector Raffle in case you may not be able to attend the Fall Hunt and want a chance to win a prize. The hunt this year will follow what has been done in recent past years with a Numbered Coin Hunt, a Surprise Hunt, and the Main Hunt (all silver coin targets). Check the enclosed flyer to see that registration starts at 9:00 AM and the first hunt is at 10:00 AM. Your dues must be paid up-to-date prior to the hunt. There will be the usual $5.00 park fee for all attendees to cover the cost of the park, members who plan on hunting in the Main Hunt will pay $6.00 to help offset the higher silver costs ($1.00 less than last year), the Numbered Coin Hunt costs $5.00 to enter and all money taken in will be paid back as prizes, plus a Garrett pinpointer will be given away to the finder of the lucky token. INFORMAL GROUP HUNT: This month’s group hunt on Sunday, the 22nd  is at Rock Springs Park in Alton Illinois (Cross the Mississippi River on Highway 67, right on Broadway, Highway 143, left on Washington, Highway 140 to College, turn left to Rock Springs drive and enter the park on the right.  Circle the park and you should see one of us out with our detector. This park has produced some good old coins in the past and hopefully it will be cooler by then. Come as early as you wish and stay for as long as you want.
ROMAN COIN HOARD FOUND: In case you haven’t seen the story, a hoard of about 52,000 Roman coins was recently found in England by a man using a metal detector. Valued at about $5 million, the coins were found in a field in southwest England buried in a large jar which weighed almost 350 pounds. The detectorist, David Crisp, says he had a “funny signal” which prompted him to dig and soon he was holding a small bronze Roman coin and eventually about twenty more coins before he realized they were in a jar, at which time he contacted experts for more help. Archaeologists carefully excavated the pot and its contents ensuring important evidence about its burial was preserved. Coins found include 760 coins from the reign of Carausius, the Roman naval officer who seized power in 286 and ruled until 293.

Respect private property and do not trespass
