MEETING MINUTES: The 314TH meeting began about 7:30 PM. First time visitors included Roger Lovins and Mike Williams.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer, Drew Smith, read the Treasurer’s Report and it was approved as read. Note that Drew will be taking a new job which will require that he be gone from St. Louis and he will not be attending club meetings on a regular basis. As a result, Tom Vanlueven has volunteered to take over as new club Treasurer effective with the next meeting. We want to thank Drew for all his help in handling the duties of the Treasurer for about the last year.
MAY MEETING: We had a nice turnout for the May meeting and several items were discussed as follows: The meeting began with a discussion of the upcoming Spring and Fall Hunt planning, FMDAC membership, and presentations being developed for this year’s meetings. The theme for the night was: “How I got started in metal detecting and what are some of my favorite finds”. We went around the room and members stood and told about how they got into metal detecting. Many of their stories were very interesting and some of their finds they discussed were unique. I want to thank all that told their stories.
JUNE MEETING:  Club member, Dwight Bonney, has volunteered to give a presentation at the June meeting on Foreign Coins and Currency. Dwight has collected foreign coins for a while and will bring some to show members and talk about collecting these interesting coins and colorful currency. If any members also collect Foreign money and would like to bring it in and add to the presentation, please feel free to do so. The more the merrier and I feel it would add a lot to the night’s presentation. I will be out of town at a family reunion in Kansas, so Bill Mathews will be running the meeting and I want to thank him for filling in for me
 2010 FALL HUNT: At the May meeting, discussion about the 2010 Fall Hunt took place with the usual request being made by yours truly for a volunteer to serve as Huntmaster for the event. No takers, so far, so if anyone wishes to get the satisfaction of serving as Huntmaster, let it be known at a meeting or send me a note. We have quite a few members with experience putting on a Fall Hunt, so we can get plenty of help for anyone that wishes to volunteer. I have contacted Garrett Detectors about obtaining the same items from them for our 2010 Fall Hunt as we received last year. Bill Mathews will be discussing this with members at the June meeting and will ask for a vote to send payment to Garrett to get the items which include four pro-pointer pinpointers, a Garrett GTx-1350 detector, and one of their hunt packages. Pending the vote outcome, we will pursue this further. 
SPRING HUNT: The Spring Hunt was an expanded version of our informal group hunt at Carondolet Park and was held May 23rd. We had a great turnout with 28 members registering to hunt. Some members were already there before 8:00 AM when I arrived and I set up a table in the area and began registering members. We hunted until three o’clock and then went through the list I had kept of everyone’s finds for the day. The club had bought 15 Barber coins to give out as prizes for various categories of finds and winners were determined and the prize coins awarded. For those who left early and were not there to collect their prize at 3:00 PM, I will have them for you at the June meeting or will mail them to you with your newsletter. Of the 28 who registered, 21 recorded their finds before leaving. Results are as follows: 21 hunters-total value of money found: $20.93 from a total of 321 coins found. Some of the more significant finds: a 1753 Russian coin by Mike Laurie (also a 14K gold pocket knife); a 1900 Indian cent by David Guthrie (also a 1918 coin); Dwight Bonney found a 1906 Indian cent, a 1907 V-nickel, a 1938 Mercury dime, a 1964 dime, a 1928 Standing liberty quarter and a total of 13 wheat pennies of various dates; Rick Ruecker found two nice sterling silver church medals.
